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Twenty Students Awarded 
Travel Scholarship to Japan
Twenty students from Hawaii’s public and charter high schools were awarded full scholarships for the Pacific and Asian Affairs Council’s (PAAC) 2006 Summer Study Tour to Japan.  Students will depart from Honolulu on June 19, 2006 for a 17-day tour with stops including Tokyo, Kyoto, Hiroshima, Fukuoka, and Okinawa.  Awardees represent schools on Oahu, Kauai, and the Big Island (names of students are listed at the end of this press release).  A Japanese teacher from Pearl City High School, Brady Louis, has been selected to join the group as a chaperone.  This program is funded by a generous grant from the Freeman Foundation.  
Japan has long been a mysterious and exotic destination for travelers.  During PAAC’s Summer Study Tour, students will experience Japanese culture up-close through a variety of activities, including a home stay in Yokohama, taiko drumming in Fukuoka, and a student exchange at an Okinawan high school (detailed itinerary available on request or at www.paachawaii.org/travel).  The regional cuisine, Japanese-style inns, and huge metropolitan areas to be explored along the way are sure to make this trip the journey of a lifetime.  A one-week orientation from June 11-16 will provide students with an introduction to Japan’s history, culture, and language.
Scholarships include airfare, hotels, meals, ground transportation, tour guides, admission fees, and a one-week pre-trip orientation on Oahu.  Recipients were selected based on interest in Japan and international affairs, financial need, academic achievement, character, and involvement in PAAC’s high school program.
